What is risk communication?  How are risk communication methods developed?  Give an example of a well-known risk communication campaign, and critique it’s effectiveness.

Why are public-private partnerships important?  Who should be involved in these partnerships, and what benefits can be gained through their existence?

Name and define five of the six broad mitigation categories.
