Georgetown University – Graduate Certificate in Biodefense & Public Policy 
Georgetown University, in a joint effort between the Georgetown Public Policy Institute (GPPI) and the Department of Microbiology & Immunology (MICB) are offering a Graduate Certificate in Biodefense and Public Policy.  The Graduate Certificate, a combination of scientific and administrative disciplines, will enable graduates to provide leadership in the technical aspects of emergency response as well as in the crucial policy and administrative challenges that arise in planning response strategies and responding to incidents.  

Courses will be given for credit, and students who wish to continue their studies in Master’s programs offered by GPPI or the Department of Microbiology receive 15 credits toward the full graduate degree.  The curriculum will consist of five courses.  Students are required to take one core GPPI course and one core MICB course.  Of the three remaining courses, students must take at least one in either Microbiology or GPPI.
